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FOREWORD

An e-mail which was received indicates that our hereditary surname: with its variations Mewald, Mei(y)wald, Mai(y)wald, Mehwald comes from
the territory of today’s Polish Silesiafrom the village Maywaldau (todays Macijewa), which is now a part of the district town Jelenia Gora (until
1945 Hirschberg). The oldest inscription of surname is Thommo Meyenwald from; 1367, from the town Legnice (Liegnitz).

Further one is recorded at the same place in 1575 as Tobias Mehewald. The surname comes from the German word Maginwalten - rules by
might. In the registers on the Czech side of Giant Mountains (Riesengebirge - Krkono=B9e) appears the surname around 1651 in Rokytnice
(Rochlitz), Mlad=E9 Buky, Libotov and in 1663 in V=Edtkovice (Witkowicz), too. V=EDtkovice from this time becomes hereditary starting point
of the Mewalds, Meywalds etc. From this region the Mewalds migrated, as it seen today, into the whole world. Up to now we find these
surnames in the Giant Mountains but unfortunately in the initial village V=Edtkovice, do not live the Mewalds anymore, due to the transfer of the
German families after the war. We found out on the internet and number of correspondable surnames and the most repeated variation
Maywald, which can be found in our registers from V=Edtkovice, too. It is possible to assume, that there is a wide relationship of that surname
bearers, at least they are originally all from the same area.
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PRUSSIA

POLITICAL, ECONOMIC AND RELIGIOUS EVENTS IN
CENTRAL EUROPE

Until 1871 there was no United Germany. From 1815 - 1871, a Confederation of German States existed, each State ruled by its own Prince,
Duke or Margrave.

The following will supply a portrait of the rise of Prussia from a small insignificant Territory to the greatest power in Central Europe, until the
establishment of the German Empire.
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The Order of Teutonic Knights ruled the small Territory of Prussia, where the original Prussians had, in the main, become extinct.
Friedrich I, son of the Margrave of Brandenburg became the Elector of Brandenburg.

The Reformation spread throughout Europe - some of the Rulers followed Martin Luther others John Calvin. Most of the Electors,
Princes, Dukes and Kings of Europe including England followed the old tenet “cujus regis, ejus religion” (who's the region the religion).
Thus, the people were usually the same religion as their rulers.

The Thirty Years’ War began - as a religious war but became political, so intertwined were the two.

Elector Johann Sigismund, Elector of Brandenburg, became the Duke of Prussia through inheritance. For political purposes Sigismund,
a Lutheran converted to Calvinism, but he was wise enough not to impose Calvinism on his Lutheran or Catholic subjects. The State of
Prussia was a secular State, with no one ethnic group and if the people were loyal to the State and paid their taxes they could worship
as they pleased.

German migration to Poland continued.

Persecuted Hugenots received in Brandenburg.

Prussian Army trained to march in step.

Duchy of Prussia becomes a Kingdom. The Elector Friedrich 11l (Hohenzollern Family) now King Friedrich | of Prussia.

Friedrich Wilhelm | marries Princess Sophie Dorothea, daughter of King George | of England - he was also the King of Hanover.
Compulsory education in Prussia.

Friedrich Wilhelm | settle over 20,000 protestants expelled from Salzburg in East Prussia following its depopulation by the plague.
Austrian War of Succession - Prussia receives Upper and Lower Silesia and the County of Glatz by the Peace of Breslau. Torture
abolished,; religious toleration granted by Friedrich Il (Friedrich the Great). The Elbe — Havel canal constructed.

Austria confirms Prussia’s possession of Silesia by the Peace of Dresden.

Seven Years’ War - Prussia fights the coalition of Austria, France, Russia, Sweden, and the Empire. Peace of Hubertsburg. Prussia’s
possession of Silesia confirmed and in 1763 Prussia becomes a great power. General
Education Act - compulsory schooling between ages of 5 years and 13 years.

First partition of Poland between Prussia, Russia, and Austria.

French Revolution begins.

Lutherans persecuted by Austrian Roman Catholic Rulers; many fled to the more tolerant Prussian, Poland, and Silesia where the
people were predominantly protestant.

Prussia and France at war.

Polish nobles treated the peasants (rural folk) as serfs. Second partition of Poland and Prussia receives Posen, Kalisch, Danzig and
Thorn. Polish nobles brought under control.

Third Partition of Poland. Prussia receives Mazovia, Warsaw, and territory between the Vistula, Bug and Niemen Rivers. Poland as a
nation no longer existed for over 100 years. Russia received the greater portion of Poland. Law and order established, the country
developed with German capital, industry, tradesmen and settlers. Prussian ex- soldiers settled on land in Posen. Peasants freed from
compulsory Army service.

France threatens Prussia. Conscription into the Army for 3 years’ service instituted.

Second Coalition War against France - Prussia remains neutral.

30-10-1801 Johanna Helene Bartsch - later Maywald - born at Ransen, Silesia (now Reszow Poland).

Battle of Trafalgar. French and Spanish fleet destroyed by Admiral Nelson. Combined Russian and Austrian army defeated by
Napoleon at Austerlitz; Holy Roman Empire ceases to exist. All the Germanic states join Napoleon’s ‘Confederation of the Rhine’
except Austria and Prussia.

Napoleon annihilates Prussia and exacts harsh penalties. Prussia loses all territories west of the Elbe (half its area and population).
Hundreds of towns and villages were partially, some destroyed. Prussia was ordered to reduce its Army and to pay a crippling
indemnity to France and Poland. Napoleon wished to crush Prussia

completely, and French soldiers and officers occupied the poverty-stricken country. Prussian officials forced to give allegiance to
France.

Heinrich, Baron von Stein introduces emancipation of the serfs, and other reforms in urban administration and the civil service.

King Friedrich Wilhelm 111 of Prussia decreed that he would head a State Ministry of Worship which would control all the churches in
Prussia. Reform of the Army also began.

11-6-1809 Carl Gottlob Maywald born in Ransen, Silesia (now Reszow, Poland).

Freedom of trade proclaimed.

Maria Gasson (nee Schenalze), Carl Gottlob Maywald’s third wife was born.

Franco-Prussian Alliance. Prussia to supply 20,000 men to ‘Grande Armee’. Napoleon invaded and retreated from Moscow. The
countryside ravaged - a Prussian contingent had surrendered to the Russians. Jews who adopted family names and accepted military
service were emancipated.

England and Prussia signed Treaty of Reichenbach - pledged to restore independence of States subdued by France. Battle of Leipzig -
Napoleon loses one third of his Army - defeated by the Prussians and Austrians. Napoleon is deposed.

Universal military service - all Prussians from age of 20 years to 39 years liable for military service.

Napoleon returns from Elba - major powers united against him, finally defeated at Waterloo by Blucher and Wellington.

Congress of Vienna - a loose Confederation of Germanic States adopted; 35 monarchal states and 4 City republics.

300th Anniversary of Luther's Reformation - Lutheran and Calvinist churches placed under one State Department by an order of
Cabinet.

Machine age begins in Europe.

Friedrich Wilhelm Il decreed that all pastors subscribe only to the new Union Church Agende (order of Service) established by him, and
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that the names of ‘Lutheran’ and ‘Calvinist’ be dropped. Pastors forced to conduct services according to this decree, contrary to earlier
promises. Inducements given to conform, but acceptance slow.

30-4-1830 300th Anniversary of the Augsburg Confession.King of Prussia demanded that all evangelical churches us his Agende.
Compulsory education in Prussia - very high standard.

New laws of compusion passed. Objectors prosecuted, imprisoned and lands confiscated. Some pastors from both churches
conformed, however a large number refused, hence pastors dismissed, and exiled.

Carl Gottlob Maywald’s second wife, Christiane Dorothea Friedericke Von Hoff was born.

Persecuted Lutherans plan to emigrate to Russia, however the Polish revolution against domination by their Russian masters prevented
this.

Pastor Augustus Kavel of Klemzig in Brandenburg travelled to Hamburg to investigate the possibility of emigrating to America. There he
heard of the new Province of South Australia, and its need for migrants, and also of Mr.George Angas, chairman of the S.A. Company.
Pastor Kavel went to London where Angas agreed to provide a ship. The date was set for the 8th of June 1836, for 370 emigrants.
Prussian authorities refused to issue

permits to travel, even though pressured with petitions and deputations for another 2 years.

Protestants from the Tyrol (Austria) who were being excluded from Baptism, Communion, Marriage in church, and burial in consecrated
ground were permitted to settle in Silesia by Friedrich Wilhelm IlI - (the same King who was persecuting his own people).

Permission to emigrate finally granted on condition that -

i) They leave within 2 months
i) A Pastor of their Faith accompany them
iii) They provide documentary evidence that they could make a living in South Australia.
Mr. Angas gave this evidence (he also covered their passage costs as a loan).
iv) They were of full age and had completed their military service. Children underage could travel with their parents

“Prince George” and “Bengalee” with approximately 240 passengers, majority of whom were from Brandenburg,

left for Australia. The “Zebra” followed in August, and in September the “Catherina” left, most of her passengers were from Posen.
Approximate number of emigrants to the end of 1838 were 386 from Brandenburg,

239 from Posen and only 40 from Silesia.

Crop failures in Prussia.

7-6-1840 King Friedrich Wilhelm Il dies, and is succeeded by his son King Friedrich Wilhelm 1V, who immediately ordered that all
persecution both religious and political cease. However not all oppression ceased. His order was nomade Law until 1847. The King also
ordered those authorities be more lenient regarding various censorship laws.

Pastor G.D. Fritsche emigrates with more Lutherans aboard the “Skjold”.

Weavers’ uprisings in Silesia ruthlessly crushed.

Carl Gottlob Maywald and his family emigrate to South Australia on the “George Washington” from Bremen.

The Old Lutherans granted the right to establish an Evangelical church as distinct from the State or Union Church.

Law passed guaranteeing religious tolerance in Prussia, thus ended religious persecution. Economic conditions deteriorated, rampant
inflation in Prussia and Germany. Many people were dying of starvation. Winds of revolutions were sweeping all over Europe.
Carl was naturalized.

Revolutions in Austria, Poland, and Germany. Civil war in Berlin. France declared a Republic. Thousands from all over Europe
migrated to the American colonies.

Germany and Denmark at War. Union of Germany postponed by the King. Poles were harassing - Prussians.To Russia begins
expansion of her empire.

Crimean War

Maria Schenalze (Carl Gottlieb’s third wife) immigrated to Australia on the 14 Oct 1850 at the age of 39 from San Francisco.
Relations between Prussia and Austria became strained.

3-7-1855, Johanna Helene Bartsch passed away in South Australia.

Otto Von Bismarck appointed Premier of Prussia and began to plan for German unification.

Danish Parliament passed new Constitution incorporating Schleswig into Danish Kingdom.

Austria and Prussia declared War on Denmark. Austria and Prussia received Schleswig - Holstein.

Carl Gottlob Maywald married Maria Gasson (nee Schenalze)

Jews in North Germany granted full emancipation and restoration of former legal status. Workers given legal right to organise.
Napoleon Il of France declared War against Prussia and North German Confederation but was soundly beaten at Sedan by the
combined Prussian and German armies.

Prussia and other German States united, with the Prussian King Wilhelm | become the first Emperor of Germany. He still retained his
title of “King of Prussia”.

Germany and France signed the Peace Treaty. The 33 State currencies abolished and replaced by the German Mark.
15-12-1889 Carl Gottlob Maywald passed away at Light Pass, South Australia, and was buried there.
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SILESIA - Our Forefathers Homeland

Silesia, a small country in Central Eastern Europe, was bordered by Brandenburg, Poland, Austria, Moravia and Lausatia. Silesia was
approximately 128 kilometres wide X 386 kilometres long, was once a Duchy ruled by the Dukes of Silesia, and part of the Polish Kingdom,
ruled by Austria, Prussia and is again under Polish authority.

According to historians the name Silesia is derived from Silingae, a Vandal tribe who had migrated from the area now known as Scandinavia. In
turn these people either migrated or were pushed westwards by the Goths and Slavs. Silesia during the Tenth Century was mainly Slavonic,
and in 1,000 A.D. was attached ecclesiastically to Poland with the founding of a Bishopric in Breslau (Wroclaw).

The King of Poland, Noleslaw III established each male member of his Piast dynasty on portions of thePolish territory, thus creating divisions.
This subdivision continued from 1138 A.D. until the end of the 14th Century, which resulted in 18 Silesian principalities, each of course with its
own ruler or prince.

Lower Silesia comprised the following: - Breslau (Wroclawa), Brieg (Brzeg), Glogau (Glogow), Jauer (Jawor), Liegnitz (Legnica), Munsterberg
(Ziembice), Oels (Olesnica), Schweidnitz (Swidnica) and Steinau (Scinawa). Upper Silesia comprised the following: - Beuthen (Bytom),
Falkenburg (Niemodlin), Kosel (Kozle), Neisse (Nysa), Oppeln (Opole), Ratibor (Raciborz), Gross Strehlitz (Strzelce), Teschen (Cieszyn or
Tesin) and Troppau (Opava).

Under the presidency of the senior Piast of the Silesian line there was a certain amount of unity. During this 250-year period the ethnic
composition changed, as the various Piast rulers invited Germans from Flanders and other West German States to colonise and work the area.
Considerable devastation of the area had been caused by the Tartar (Russian) invasion of 1241, which was checked at the Battle of Liegnitz.
Henry, Duke of Silesia, established towns surrounded by many smaller villages in which to settle these, Germans. They cleared the forests,
drained the swamps, and brought the land under cultivation. Mining and weaving industries were established. Breslau, refounded as a German
town, became a member of the Hanseatic League. Lower Silesia was predominantly German but ruled by Piast Bohemian Kings against their
own relatives - both Silesian and Polish Piast dynasties. During the middle 14th Century, Silesia was assigned to Bohemia and thus the Czech
claim that Silesia was one of their Crown Lands. Bohemia (now Czechoslavakia) was predominantly Protestant during the latter years. The
Piast dukes remained hereditary rulers until the line became extinct.

We then come to the Habsburg period. The Habsburg family were the rulers of the Holy Roman Empire with Austria the most powerful and
largest of the Germanic States at that period.

In 1596, the Silesian estates accepted the Sussession of Ferdinand of Habsburg.

Although the Silesian Piast dukes and princes claimed their rights were not affected, Silesian liberties in fact, were reduced.

Lower Silesia was almost solely Protestant when the Thirty Years’ War erupted in 1618, thus the Silesians joined with the Bohemians in the
struggle against the Habsburg dynasty.

During this period, Silesia was again plundered and brought to a virtual standstill, when hundreds los their lives or migrated; Large numbers
moved to the Posen area.

The Peace of Westphalia in 1648 provided freedom of religion in Silesia. The number of Protestant Churches increased from 3 to 128 after the
Peace of Altranstadt in 1707.

They were, predominantly Lutheran with some Calvinist (Reformed) Churches; again, making Silesia the most protestant part of the Emperors
Austrian dominions. Silesia during the late 17th and 18th centuries was the richest of all the Austrian provinces.
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Now we come to the Prussian period.

Friedrich Il (Frederick the Great) of Prussia demanded the return of Silesia (he based his claim on a pact made in 1537 between the Elector
Joachim Il of Brandenburg (a member of the Hohenzollern dynasty) and Prince Ferdinand of Liegnitz.This pact however was rescinded in 1686 -
thus he really had no claim). Naturally, Maria Theresa of Austria refused, hence the Silesian wars.

At the end of the Seven Years’ War, Silesia was firmly in the Prussian Camp, which was welcomed by the German and protestant Silesians.
The old Estates were abolished, an efficient administration was introduced, and economic development progressed. In 1815 Saxon Lausatia
(homeland of the Wends (Sorbs) was incorporated into Silesia.

Lower Silesia, our ancestor’'s homeland, was by this time purely German (although | suspect there would have been some inter marriage
between the various ethnic groups which were known as ‘Silesians’), and predominantly Lutheran. In Upper Silesia however, the population
was mixed - the townspeople in the main, German; the rural sector, some of the miners and the unskilled industrial workers were mainly Polish
or of mixed German/Polish ancestry who spoke a dialect interspersed with German words and described as “Wasser-polnisch”.

The borders remained static for about 50 years or so. After World War | the borders were changed but not as dramatically as the changes which
occurred after World War II.

Silesia was again devastated by the retreating Germans armies and especially by the Russian troops. Churches and graveyards were pillaged
some of which still show the scars. By 1950 the German Silesians were expelled, and Silesia was extensively Polonized and brought completely
under the Polish Communist Government. Most of these Poles were transplanted from East Poland which Russia annexed.

The Lusation remnant of Silesia was returned to Saxony and is now in the D.D.R. (East Germany).

During the post war period, collective farming was instituted; that and the lack of modern machinery together with a lack of incentive, all resulted
in poor returns. This once prosperous area was completely run down. However, over the next few years much changed and apparently
conditions improved.
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FAMILY NUMBERING

Each person in this book has a number to help identify their generation and family line. The “Generation” does not relate to residency in
Australia. The children of the migrant male have been numbered chronologically from 1 onwards.
The children of each successive generation are linked to their ancestors by simply showing their position in the family.

For example, the number for Kevin Dean Maywald, son of Thomas Alfred Maywald is 1.3.3.7.6.

The digits make it clear that he is the fifth generation from the migrant couple. Kevin is the sixth child of the seventh child of the third child of
the third child of the migrant couple. His children are prefixed with his number 1.3.3.7.6.1., etc. 1(2) indicates that it is of second marriage.

1. Carl Gottlob and Johanna Helene Bartsch, our ancestors, were born in the early 1800’s in Ransen, East Germany.
The following information has been compiled by Rodney & Kevin Maywald from the JOHN Descendants, the F.W. and J.C. Loffler
Family 1848 - 1988, the Friedrich Wilhelm & Henriette Karoline Kranz Family (THE CIRCLE GROWS), the Solway Family Tree, the
Johann Gottlob Schrapel Family 1793 — 1977, the Imelda Schultz Family Tree and the Descendants Charts, and other people who
were willing to share their family information with Rodney and myself. We apologise for any errors or lack of information reference about
some families but have typed all information that we have received.

The Maywald family has been in Australia since 1844 with the Family coming over on the George Washington. At the coming of the
Prussian family to Australia, they also immigrated to America about the same time. No connection has been found between the American
and Australian Maywald Families as far as we are aware.

CARL GOTTLOB MAYWALD was born on 11 June 1809 in Ransen (now Reszow), on the River Oder in Silesia (hnow Rzenszyn, Poland). He
was a carpenter. He and his family migrated to Bethany in South Australia on the “George Washington™ possibly on 13th September 1844. Carl
was haturalised in 1847. They later moved to Light Pass, where Carl bought a farming property, Block 199, Hundreds of Belvidere, which they
proceeded to build into a farm and vineyard. The farmhouse was built of wattle and daub, and later a separate kitchen and bedrooms were
added. Some of the floors were packed with clay. The house stood till about 1982, when his Great-Great Grandson Ken Groves, (then the
owner), had it demolished. The garden was quite extensive, with roses growing over the picket gate and geraniums and hollyhocks among the
roses. Almond trees grew along two sides of the “house block” and several Bay trees grew in the garden. Huge pepper trees cast shade on
parts of the house. Carl married Johanna Helene Bartsch in Germany and lived in South Australia until her death on 3 July 1855.

Johanne Eleonore Maywald married Johann Friedrich August Schrapel (fourth child of Gottlob and Dorothea SCHRAPEL, born in
Germany) in South Australia on 9th November 1847. It is interesting to note that the second marriage of Johann Friedrich August Schrapel’s
Father was witnessed by Viarl Maywaldt in the District of Adelaide in 1853 (Viarl’'s name is not mentioned in this book at any stage)

They purchased land in Tanunda where they built their home of hand-made mud bricks. Beneath this home was a large cellar, used as a
storage for homemade wine. Their home is still standing, though not lived in. August employed himself as a gardener and brick maker. They
spent all their lives at Tanunda where they raised a family of thirteen children. Two of these children died at an early age. Eleonore and August
were members of the Langmeil Church Congregation.

August was almost 18 years old when he arrived in South Australia with his parents, one brother and four sisters, on the George Washington in
1844. It was about four years later that he married Eleonore.

August died on the 13th of May 1884, at the age of 58. Eleonore died at Ebenezer on the 18th of February 1906, at the age of 78. They are both
buried at the Langmeil Church Cemetery, Tanunda South Australia.

August Schrapel, the oldest child of August and Eleonore, was born at Tanunda in 1849.
He lived and worked at Tanunda until 1871, when he went to Adelaide, where he
established a blacksmith business on Kensington Road in Kensington. Around the middle
1870’s August owned about 80 acres of land in Kensington near where the Chelsea
Picture Theatre now stands.




On the 29th of January 1875, August married Wilhelmina Sturm, at Birdwood, South Australia. Pastor C.A. Hensel was the officiating minister
and the witnesses to their marriage were C. Sturm, a cabinetmaker of Birdwood, T. Schrapel, a farmer of Tanunda, and J. Schrapel, a
blacksmith from Neukirch. Wilhelmina was the daughter of Carl August Ludwig Sturm and his wife Johanne Dorothea Sopie (nee Kaesler), from
Blumberg, now Birdwood, S.A. One of Wilhelmina’s grandchildren has in her possession the dress worn by Wilhelmina at her marriage to
August. Wilhelmina was confirmed on the 27th of December 1868 by Pastor C.A. Hensel in the Friedensberg Church. Friedensberg is near
Springton, S.A.

August’s blacksmith business in Adelaide closed about 1924. August and Wilhelmina’s home was in Alpha Street, Kensington Park. This home
has been demolished to make way for homes for the aged. August and Wilhelmina had a family of seven children. Both August and Wilhelmina
are buried in the Payneham Cemetery, in Adelaide.

Friedrich Wilhelm was born at Tanunda in 1852, third son of August and Elenore. In about 1870, he
married Louise Heinrich and went to live at South Kilkerran, on Yorke Peninsula, S.A., to farm section
122. ltis thought that initially Louise’s father assisted Friedrich in obtaining land. Louise was the first
Heinrich to own land in the Hundreds of Kilkerran which was Section 30 purchased in her name on 21%
October 1872, but this was transferred to Friedrich Qualmann on 25" May 1875. As pioneers the
Schrapels had a hard struggle to clear away dense scrub and to begin farming under difficult conditions.
Without fences to keep stock from straying, horses were hobbled at night. Friedrich was falsely accused
of killing his neighbour’s horse, but the court found that its death was due to a broken back caused by the
swinging of aloose hobble chain as the animal ran. Here he cleared the land which had scrub so thick that
Friedrich and Louise. the children didn’t dare go away from the house for fear that they would get lost. Friedrich grew mainly
wheat on his farm, on which they lived for all their lives. Friedrich and Louise had a family of six children.
After years of toil and perseverance Friedrich and Louise became established and with the aid of their two sons who remained in the district,
were successful in their farming enterprises. The four daughters married and left the area except Clara who died shortly after her marriage and
was buried at South Kilkerran.
As Grandmother, Louise was much loved by her grandchildren who remember her as being a keen gardener who had beautiful indoor ferns.
Louise was the eldest child of Friedrich Wilhelm and Louise Christine Elisabeth Heinrich, and was born at Schonborn. At her baptism on 12"
May, her godparents were Johanne Juliane Hoffmann, Julius Gotthelf Heinrich, and Henriette Caroline Hagen.
After completing her education and Confirmation at Schonborn, Louise helped her parents until her marriage to Friedrich. Both Friedrich and
Louise are buried in the South Kilkerran Cemetery, S.A.

Kleinig, Cyril Nathaniel (1912-1982)
by Leigh Edmonds

Cyril Nathaniel Kleinig (1912-1982), pilot and airline manager, was born on 19 November 1912 at Roseworthy, South
Australia, third child of South Australian-born parents Friedrich Nathaniel Kleinig, chaff merchant, and his wife Louisa

Bertha, née Linke. He was educated at Scotch College, Adelaide (1919-29), where he played in the first XVIII and

rowed in the first VIII, and later at the South Australian School of Mines and Industries and at Perth Technical

College.

One of many young men who became interested in aviation during this period, in 1930 Kleinig began voluntary weekend work at Horrie Miller's
hangar at Adelaide Airport to gain experience. He also took flying lessons and studied for an engineer’s licence. He then started flying for
MacRobertson-Miller Aviation Co. Ltd on regular routes and charter flights in South Australia. During the worst of the Depression, he took part in
a flying circus that toured country towns to keep the company in business. When MMA transferred its main operations to Western Australia in
1934, he remained to manage its operations in South Australia, serving as chief pilot and engineer. On 2 December 1939 at St Stephen’s

Lutheran Church, Adelaide, he married Rona Elsa Thiele, a clerk.

In 1939 MMA’s services were centralised in Western Australia and Kleinig transferred to Perth as a pilot-engineer. He was appointed assistant
managing director in 1947. That year he was the first pilot of the Air Beef scheme, which transported beef by air from abattoirs in the North-
West. In 1955 MMA amalgamated with Airlines (WA) Ltd to form MacRobertson Miller Airlines Ltd; Kleinig was appointed to the board as
managing director. When the airline became a wholly owned subsidiary of Ansett Transport Industries Ltd in 1969, he became general manager
of MacRobertson Miller Airline Services. He retired in 1977, having overseen the introduction of the turboprop and jet airliners that revolutionised

transport in Western Australia, particularly in remote areas.

Kleinig was a perfectionist who liked to experiment with new methods. A leader in the travel industry, he was widely recognised for his role in
developing tourism in Western Australia. He was a fellow (1959) and councillor of the (Chartered) Institute of Transport; president (1964-66) and
a life member of the Perth division of the Australian Institute of Management; an honorary fellow (1966) of the Institute of Sales and Marketing
Executives; a member (from 1967) of the Western Australian Transport Advisory Council; president (1971-73) of the Federated Chambers of
Commerce of Western Australia; and chairman (1973-75) of the Western Australian branch of the Australian National Travel Association. In

1979 he was appointed AO.

Serving the community with enthusiasm and dedication, Kleinig was president (1966-67) of the Rotary Club of Perth and governor (1979-80) of
Rotary District 945, as well as vice-president of the Royal West Australian Institute for the Blind. He listed his recreations as gardening, fishing
and boating. Survived by his wife, and their son and daughter, he died of coronary artery disease on 17 February 1982 at Nedlands and was

cremated with Uniting Church forms. In July the first Fokker F-28-4000 to enter the fleet of Airlines of Western Australia was named after him.

Ernst was born in December 1861 and was baptised the following year. He attended Confirmation lessons at
the St John’s Church in Tanunda and was confirmed by Pastor Reusch at fourteen years of age. Ernst's
childhood education was very incomplete but through his own efforts he was able to improve his standards to his
own advantage.

He served his apprenticeship as a coach builder at Tanunda and after working as a
journeyman for two years he established himself in business in Tanunda in 1884. It was a
modest beginning, only one man and a boy were employed. This number soon increased as
work became available. For many years he was a manufacturer of all types of carriages and

wagons, farm implements and machinery. Some of the sturdily built vehicles are still to be found. Ernst served on the District Council of
Tanunda, and for some years was president of the local Show Society and was gazetted as a Justice of the Peace in 1907.

On 22" February 1886 Ernst married Sophie Kassebaum, the daughter of C.F.G. Kassebaum of Tanunda. Witnesses to the marriage were
H.W. Kassebaum and M. Dallwitz. Sophie died in 1908. Two years later, 1910, Ernst married Maria Korten, daughter of Johann Wilhelm
Korten, also of Tanunda. Ernst suffered many months of ill health before his death on Wednesday, 20" May 1942, at the age of 80 years. The
funeral service was conducted by Pastor Held, at the Tabor Cemetery, Tanunda, S.A. Ernst and Maria had no children. Sophie and Maria also
are both buried in the Tabor Cemetery.

The business house of E. Schrapel and Sons, in Murray Street Tanunda is now being managed by Ernst’s grandsons.

Carl was born on 10th October 18397 in Ransen, near Heinan in the Province of Silesia, in the Kingdom of Prussia, and migrated with his
parents Carl Gottlob and Johanna Helene, landing at Port Adelaide on 13th September 1844. On the 21st of September 1865, Carl married
Maria Rosine John in the Ebenezer Lutheran Church. Pastor Christian Maschmedt officiated. Witnesses at the wedding were J. Maywald,
Schmidt of Lights Pass, and J. Ch. John of Hors? On the 28th of October 1865, Carl was naturalised at the age of 26, in Tanunda. Maria was
born at Bethany on the 22nd of July 1846 and baptised by Pastor Kaval of Langmeil Lutheran Church.

Rosine attended the Light's Pass Lutheran School, and in 1855 accompanied her parents when they shifted to the farm property at Stockwell.
She would have worked on the farm, helping to sow crops, as well, as caring for the younger children. Rosine was the first child of Johann
Gottlieb John and Maria Rosine (nee Wirsing). Rosine and Carl settled near Stockwell where he worked as a farmer, and where their two eldest
children were born. In 1884 the family became foundation members of St. Peter’s Lutheran Church at Point Pass, where he established his
business as a carpenter and undertaker. In 1891 they were farming near Eudunda where, two years later, he began to work as a carpenter.
Carl was a most regular attendant and consistent member of the Laura Church of the Evangelical Lutheran Immanuel Synod of S.A., and
derived much pleasure from his musical studies, being a proficient violinist.

Droughts, poor harvests, and a downturn in the economy during the 1890’s were probably the reasons why Rosine and Carl decided to shift to
the north, where they settled at a place known as “Tom Cat Hill”. In 1910 their address was given as Herbert Street, Laura.

Rosine passed away on the 19th of October 1913, Carl survived her a further seven years and three months and passed away on the 3rd of
January 1921 at his son’s (Carl Gotthold) residence. They are both buried in the Pine Creek Cemetery at Appila.

LAURA STANDARD NEWSPAPER

An old colonist and highly esteemed resident of Laura, in the person of Mr. Carl Friedrich Maywald died at his son’s residence (Mr. C. G.
Maywald), Laura on January 3. The deceased who was born in Germany on October 10, 1839, came to South Australia with parents, landing at
Port Adelaide on September 13, 1844. His parents were among the early bands of settlers who emigrated from Germany so as being to obtain,
under the British Flag, religious liberty, which had denied them under Prussian tyranny. In Hodder's “Life of G. F. Angas” is related the story of
emigration of these German settlers, a story full of incident, “showing remarkable fidelity to conscience on the part of a persecuted people under
specially trying circumstances and sustained philanthropy on that of their public-spirited benefactor." The first contingent of these settlers who
chose voluntary exile to obtain religious freedom, accompanied by Pastor Kavell, arrived in South Australia in November 183, and came from
Klemzig, in Prussia. Being desirous of settling down as a body of agriculturists, arrangements were made by Mr. Flaxman, Mr. Angas’
representative, for them to settle on some land on the banks of the Torrens to which they gave the name of their native town. Encouraged by
reports of the pioneers, others followed, and in 1844 the parents of subject took up their residence at Klemzig. After spending a few years there,
they removed, with others of the same nationality and faith, to Tanunda. After serving his apprenticeship to the carpentering trade, Mr. Maywald
started business on his own account at Eudunda, and afterwards removed to Point Pass. In 1899 he removed to the Laura district where he
continued to reside until his demise, making his home with his children after the decease of his wife in October 1913. He continued to work at
his trade until a few weeks prior to his death. He was a most regular attendant and consistent member of the Laura Church of the Evangelical
Lutheran Immanuel Synod of S.A., and derived much pleasure from his musical studies, being a proficient violinist. He leaves a family of six
sons — Messrs. C. G. Maywald, of Laura, E. F. Maywald, of Appila, J. T. Maywald, of Yorketown, G. R. Maywald, of Appila, H. G. N. Maywald, of
Appila, W. C. Maywald, of Booleroo Centre. — three daughters — Mesdames J. H. Sauer, of Neale’s Flat, W. Reichelt, of Laura, G. Rohrlac, of
Laura. Forty-nine grandchildren and one great grandchild, a stepbrother, Mr. W. Maywald, of Nuriootpa, and a stepsister, Mrs. Schick of New
South Wales, also survive.

Carl Gotthold Maywald was born near Stockwell on the 25th of August 1867 and baptised on the 13th of October 1867 by Pastor C.
Maschmedt in the Salem Lutheran Church in Stockwell North, where he began his education with Mr. Franz Neuwad as his teacher. He
completed his school days at the Emmaus Lutheran School, and was taught by C. Bibel, and Stockwell Lutheran School (Teacher Nurverd?).
Charlie, as he was called, was confirmed by Pastor Maschmedt on the 14th of March 1880, at the Lutheran Church, Stockwell.

After Charlie learned his trade as a carpenter and joiner, he worked for his father until 1899, when he left Eudunda for the north to work for
various masters in the trade. In 1901, he established his own business as a Carpenter and Contractor in Laura, and after his death, the
business was carried on by his sons.

On the 6th of November 1902, Charlie married Johanne Maria Sauer, fourth daughter of Heinrich Gustav Sauer and Charlotte Ernstine (nee
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Scheibschen) of Neales Flat. Charlie and Maria became members of Easter Lutheran Church in Laura, where he became the organist. Carl
also carried out the additions to the church. A community minded person, Charlie represented Northwest Ward as a Councilor in the Booyoolie
District Council and the Laura Town Council. He was also a member of the Agricultural Society and the Rechabite Lodge (37 years).

He retired from his business in 1933 when his health began to fail and passed away on the 26th of March 1939 at his home in Herbert Street,
Laura. Mary died the following year, on the 16th of May 1940. They are both buried in the Laura Cemetery.

OBITUARY

Mr. Carl Gotthold Maywald who passed away at his home Herbert Street, Laura on March 26, 1939, at the age of 72 years, was the eldest son
of Carl Friederick Maywald and Maria Rosina (nee John) farmers of near Stockwell. He was christened at the Lutheran Church Stockwell on
October 13, 1867, and received his education at the Lutherans schools at Eannous and Stockwell. After leaving school he was apprentice at
cabinet making and joiner and then worked for his father until 1897. When he left for the Northern part of the State and worked for various
masters in the trade. In 1901 he started business on his own account in Laura as carpenter and contractor, and carried on the business until
1933, when on account of ill health was compelled to retire. The business is now being carried on by his sons. On November 6™, 1902, he
married Johanna Maria, fourth daughter of Gustav Sauer and Scharlotte Ernistine (nee Scheishem) of Neele’s Flat. The deceased was of a
quiet retiring nature he held the position of Councilor for terms in both the Booyoolie District Council and the Laura Town Council. He was a
member of the Rechabite lodge for thirty-seven years. A widow and family of seven children survive Mrs. F. Schultz Stockwell; Mrs. E. Klemm
(Laura); Misses G. and C. Maywald Laura, Messrs. Fred, Carl, and Otto (Laura) and six grandchildren.

Ken Madigans Eulogy for Digger

Today we remember and pay tribute to, one of Australia’s heroes of WW2, David James Maywald, better known to those who ‘Digger’ are here
today, as simply.

‘Digger’ was but 20 years of age, when despite being rejected previously by the Army due to heart concerns, he was finally accepted by the 48™.
Battalion of the Australian Military Forces on the 16/5/1940.

‘Digger’ wanted desperately to serve his country on active service and prove he was a good Aussie. On 1/2/1941 he enlisted in the AIF and was
posted to the 2/43 Battalion with the serial No. SX11188 and after intense training, embarked for North Africa, landing as reinforcements for the
9" Division in early May and took part in the famous siege of Tobruk, digging into the sand and rock of the harsh desert and holding up the
advance of the mighty German Africa Corps for many months.

‘Digger’ was now one of the ‘desert rats’ of Tobruk and a part of Australia’s history.

He lost mates in this battle, many of them falling by his side, the pain of losing them stayed with him to the end, the history books | loaned him
about this battle brought back too many sad memories for him to read them.

‘Digger’ was to be discharged due to ill health and injury, but he refused, preferring to stay with his unit and stand beside his mates.

‘Digger’ was also at the defining battle of EI Alamein, where the Germany Army suffered its first defeat, but at great cost, after the breakthrough
on the 5/11/42, his Battalion collected and then buried 105 of their fallen comrades and because of this conflict, suffered a total of 365
casualties.

He was attached to the Mortar unit, as a range taker, a generous name for someone brave enough to venture out into no man’s | and, alone, dig
in and identify the target and the range while not attracting too much fire from the enemy!

‘Digger’ said he enjoyed this, as he always considered himself a loner and if he did it himself, he would know it was done properly!

He arrived back in Australia in March 1943, for 3 weeks leave before leaving for jungle training and embarking for the War against the Japanese
in New Guinea.

While on this brief leave he married his long-time sweetheart Nellie in Adelaide on the 10 March, a true war time marriage of two young lovers
who could never be sure if they would ever meet again. The wedding dress was made by the family, with the material made available through
the generosity of Nellie’s sister, who despite preparing to marry herself, but put her sister first. The marriage lasted 50 years.

“Digger fought in the jungles of New Guinea and took part in the famous battles of Lae, Finschafen and Sattelberg, relinquishing his job of range
finder in the Mortar unit and was then transferred to Intelligence at HQ.

After returning to Australia in 1944 for further training and rest, his Batt. Embarked for Morotai, Borneo and landed on the 16 April 1945 to face
the Japanese Army once again.

After serving his country for 1803 days, 1119 of them overseas on active service, he was given an honourable discharge on the 8/1/1946.
Digger became cross whenever | suggested he was a hero, but if he is not a hero, | don’'t know who is!

He said he enjoyed the Army life, not the marching or saluting, but the comradeship, as it has been said, ‘these men were closer than brothers.
‘Digger’ continued his distinguished career in the Army reserve, receiving a commission and passing on his vast knowledge to the younger
trainee soldiers, he was always a fine teacher.

Witnesses at Johann and Annie’s wedding were Charles W. Niquet, Watchmaker of Gawler Town, Wilhelm Luhrs, Farmer of Lights Pass, and
a Freeholder from Tanunda. The wedding, on 2nd July 1867, was held in the Lutheran Church, Lights Pass. At the time of the wedding, Johann
was a Blacksmith residing at Craneford, and Annie was from Lights Pass. In 1870, they were residents of Hundreds of English Section No. 110,
in the District of Kapunda.

It appears that on Friday, 30th December 1887, Johann Traugott was kicked in the stomach by a horse whilst working for Mellor Bros. as a
blacksmith in Jamestown. He was apparently shoeing a festive horse, which in its struggles threw him violently to the ground, causing injuries
to the abdomen and intestines. He was in the care of a Dr. Penland. To worsen matters, Annie was in most delicate health, and shock of the
accident to John had the worst possible affect, and she was in a precarious position. They had a large family at the time, the eldest of whom
was about eighteen and the two youngest just a week old. John died on Thursday, 5th January 1888. His funeral, held on Friday, 6th January
1888, was very largely attended by friends of John’s, as he was one of the pioneer residents of the town. He was buried by the Rev. J. White in
grave No. 21, Block B, Row N. The cause of death was rupture of Intestines Peritonitis. A. Zimmermann of Jamestown was the Undertaker, and
the Assistant Registrar was Edmund John Eyre of Jamestown. Anne was in a critical condition at the time of the funeral. They carried John’s
coffin out of the window so that his wife could not see it, as she was very ill from shock and milk fever, however she lived to marry again and
have another child. On one document his name was “John Irongarth”.

Annie was the eldest daughter of Johann Pieter Nique’ and Annie Eliza (nee Noble), (Johann’s second marriage), and she had 3
stepbrothers/sisters, and 13 brothers/sisters.

Annie was born in Kapunda, S.A. 1st March 1870. On the 20th of January 1897, she married Herbert in Dowlingville, S.A., son of Frank
Wasley Roberts and Elizabeth (nee Doble), farmers of Gawler Hills. They were married in the house of Herbert’s father, and witnesses were
Hedley Louis Roberts, farmer of Dowlingville and Olive Maud Maywald of Dowlingville. Robert Crump  was the Officiating Minister. It was a
double wedding, as Annie’s sister Alice, married Herbert's Brother Jim.

Herbert was born at Gawler Hills, S.A., and died in 1937, in St. John’s Hospital, Subiaco, W.A.

Annie and Herbert went by boat (Wollara) to W.A. They lived at Leederville, where Herbert got Typhoid. Monger’s Lake was very unhealthy at
that time. They went to Beverley when Clarrie was 6 months old (1904), in a dray laden with their goods and chattels and a cow named
“Topsey” tied behind. They moved onto virgin country which when developed became an excellent wheat and sheep farming area.

Herbert, his wife Annie, Hedley Roberts and his wife, Ethel Maywald developed and share-farmed about 607,029 Hectares until they sold the
property in 1919. Herb and his family apparently stayed on the property they had sold and worked in the district until about 1924. Herb and his
sons, Frank and Clarrie took up newly released marginal country at Bullfinch, on the fringe of the wheat growing area of the state. Herb and
Clarrie were allocated and subsequently developed adjoining properties. Herb spent any spare time he had building a mud brick house in the
town of Bullfinch, 4.8 kilometres from his farm. In the intervening years, Herb’s family resided in the former

Bullfinch Police Station, complete with lockup, which conveniently became vacant at the time of their arrival. Having been a farmer all of his
working life Herb was a tremendous help to new settlers in the district who knew little or nothing about farming. On one occasion he and his
youngest son, Reginald, voluntarily toured throughout the district showing new settlers how to set up their harvesters.

The first good crop Bullfinch farmers had was in 1928. This was followed by 2 lean years and then a bumper crop in 1931. This was the best
crop Herb had ever sown and tragically, because of the depression, wheat was at a rock bottom price of 10 cents a bushel. Herb was
devastated and could not be encouraged to take any further interest in his farm. Consequently, his land was taken over by his son Clarrie.
Annie who had cooked, cleaned and kept house for her big family for all those years continued to run a happy home and could always be relied
upon to provide a room and a meal for the numerous family and friends that dropped in to see her. At Christmas relatives, of which there were
many, gathered at her home to celebrate the occasion. Like the good Methodists that many of them were, they celebrated Christmas at
Robert’s without consuming a drop of alcohol. When Annie’s health began to decline Clarrie and his wife, who had lived out on their farm,
moved in with her. Annie died at her home in Bullfinch, W.A. on 24th August 1942, with all of her family present except Frank and Reginald, who
were in the Army. She was 72 years old and was buried in the Methodist section of the Southern Cross Cemetery, the Reverend C.F. Lambert
officiated.

Herb died of cancer, and there was only a small group who attended his funeral. He is buried in Grave 91, Row B.A., Wesleyan Section,
Karrakatta.

“Extracts from The Northam Advertiser, Wednesday, 10th November 1897”

The sudden death of a man named John Roberts, who was employed in Meckering on Montague’s farm, was reported to the Northam police on

Saturday last. Constable Quinn was at once sent to Meckering, and from enquiries made, an inquest was deemed necessary, and the body was
accordingly sent by train to Northam Hospital Morgue.

On Sunday morning the acting coroner, A. Madden, Esq., J.P., and a jury consisting of J.T. Reilly (foreman), H.V. Cox and A.C. McCorry,

commenced the preliminary investigation.

The Coroner and Jury proceeded to the morgue, and having viewed the body, adjourned to the Court House at 8.00 am on Monday, 8th inst., on

which date the following evidence was taken:

Hedley Louis Roberts, sworn, said: “| am a gardener at Meckering. | am living at Mr. Moore’s house. | saw my brother (deceased) at dinner time

at Moore’s about 1.00 pm. | have another brother besides the deceased. The deceased was a married man. The deceased and his wife lived

about four miles from Moore’s on Montague’s farm. Deceased was lying down in my room at Mr. Moore’s. Deceased did not particularise his

complaint.

The deceased had dinner with me. Mr. Moore and another man also had dinner. The deceased did not eat much at dinner, and he again

complained he was not well. After dinner | left deceased and went to work. The deceased came here from South Australia in February last.

Before coming to this colony deceased enjoyed good health. | often heard deceased was ill while in Perth.

About two months ago deceased and my other brother came to Meckering. Deceased complained about his head being “dizzy” last Thursday.

He had also complained before of “dizziness” in the head. Deceased sometimes appeared depressed in spirits. | put his depression down to his

illness, as he complained of pains in his chest, which he thought was indigestion. Deceased did not specify his illness on the day of his death.

Deceased had means. Deceased was in easy circumstances. One of my brothers had diphtheria and my mother died in an apoplectic fit, in

South Australia.

H.L. Roberts recalled: | left deceased about two o’clock on Friday. Deceased did not say he was going to put in that afternoon John Hamilton
Moore, sworn, said: “I am a farmer residing at Meckering. | remember Friday 5th Instant. The deceased James Roberts came to my house that
day shortly before dinner.

About 12 o’clock deceased came to pick up a site for a house in the garden or elsewhere. Deceased had with me that day, also deceased’s
brother and James Simmons. After dinner deceased, myself and Simmons went into another room. Deceased seemed quite well to me.
Deceased partook of a good dinner but said he did not feel too well. | was talking to deceased before dinner; he was rational. Deceased left
my place about an hour or so after dinner, or between two and three o’clock. | left myself about

three o’clock. | never saw deceased alive after that time; | don’t think deceased had any drink.

I have no drink on my premises. | never knew deceased to be drunk. The next morning, | saw the dead body of the deceased in the garden.
The body was on the left side. | should say the deceased had been dead some hours before | saw the body.

| have arsenic and strychnine in my house. | keep them in my room on the floor under a shelf. The arsenic had not been touched, and | don’t
think the deceased could have found the strychnine. | never heard of any quarrel in which deceased was engaged. | don’t know whether the
strychnine is in its usual place in my house. | have not looked for it since deceased’s death.

John Brice Dunlop, sworn, said: “I| am Government Surgeon, Northam. | held a post-mortem, in conjunction with Dr. Rockett, on Sunday
morning last. | made a careful examination of the organs of the deceased and could discover no definite cause for immediate death.
Deceased’s heart, brain and other vital organs were healthy. There was a slight erosion on lower end of stomach, which pointed to some irritant
having been taken. | carefully removed and sealed up the contents of the stomach itself for analysis. | am not able to say what the irritant was.”
Patrick Quain, Police constable, sworn, said: “On Saturday about a quarter past 5 o’clock | arrived at Mr. Moore’s place Meckering. |
interviewed Mr. Moore and Mr. Chute and they told me deceased’s proceedings. | then went to the garden and saw the dead body of a man,
which was identified by Moore and Chute as that of James Roberts. | carefully examined the body but found nothing to indicate foul play. | had
the body removed to the railway station, and thence to the morgue, Northam hospital.”

The inquiry was further postponed to Tuesday, the 16th, to obtain the evidence of the Government Analyst.”

Jack as he was known was born on a farm near Eudunda and baptised by Pastor Maschmedt. He was confirmed on the 17th of October 1885
at St. Peter’s Lutheran Church, Point Pass. Jack learnt his trade as a carpenter and worked with his father until his parents left for the north.
Jack moved to Yorke Peninsula where he found work as a carpenter, cabinet maker and wheelwright near Yorketown. On the 5th of February,
1902 he married Olive Maywald, daughter of Johann Traugott and Anna Eliza Valentian (nee Niquet).

Maria was born at Tanunda. Maria, her brother, and sister were all known to be extremely kind people. Maria was able to read from the Bible
at 5 years of age. Maria married Edmund Christian on 12th February 1877 at Nuriootpa by Pastor Reusch. Maria’s sponsors were Wilhelm and
Auguste Hoff and Wilhelm and Elizabeth Maywald. The couple had various moves throughout the Valley.

Edmund lived at Kangaroo Island then Krandorf when they shifted there from the Island, Ebeneser, Tanunda, New Mecklenberg, Greenock and
finally Kapunda. Prior to the mid 1890” s, Edmund and Maria lived at Nuriootpa, Krandorf, Ebeneser and Tanunda. In 1885, he purchased
portion of section 199, being 10 acres, in the hundreds of Belvedere. Later in August 1888, sections 655 and 723 in the hundreds of Moorooroo
were bought. A small farm of 68 acres, being section 680 in the hundreds of Nuriootpa, at Neu Mecklenberg (Gomersal) was home for the
family for several years.

Edmund grew a little grain, besides running a few livestock. They were living on this farm when Maria died of pneumonia, leaving Edmund with
8 children, whose ages ranged from 3 to 18. Maria who was nearly 40 years of age, died on 7th December 1896.

Edmund Christian, the second child of Johann and Karoline, was born at Kingscote,

Kangaroo Island and was one of the first whites born there. His early years were spent on the Island and then at Jacobs Creek on the mainland.
Jack told Graeme Christian that his father struggled and worked hard all his life, amongst other things, doing a considerable amount of shearing
with teams in the north of the state.

It is interesting to note that Margarethe, Edmund’s sister was fostered by the Carl Maywald family for a time. This situation was possibly the
means of Edmund getting to know Maria. Edmund died on 25th March 1927, after being married three times. He was buried at Kapunda in an
unmarked grave. Three of Edmund’s boys married three Sibly sisters from the city. They made good pioneer wives. The brothers were Jack,
Reinhold, and Fred.

Dorothea was a tailoress and made all her own clothes, hats included. Her daughter said that she was able to make something out of nothing.
For the war she was very patriotic and knitted endless numbers of jumpers, socks, and face washers. She had a fruit garden at Waikerie which
she worked on and dried her own fruit. Instead of ploughing the garden she hoed or dug around the trees and grew all her own vegetables.
She loved horse riding and side-saddle and could speak three to four languages.

John, the 90-year-old, said that when he went to Confirmation lessons in Tanunda, being taught by Pastor Keastner, he remembers how pastor
not only spiritually fed John and another boy as they had a long way to walk home. Pastor also saw to it that they had the inner man fed also.

This country that was in such excellent heart was also the means of his untimely death, at the age of 62 years, in the bush fires that were so
destructive in 1956, called Black Sunday. Arthur was one of the finest speakers and debaters in the state and he with the assistance of Mr. Tom
Stott and his brother Jack as writer to the press were largely responsible for getting the Wheat Stabilisation Scheme passed, which has saved
thousands of farmers from ruin. This was during the Playford Government era.

When Arthur was 13 years, he joined in a debate “The debating Society” with two other men against three others, Arthur’s side won, that is
where he learnt to speak and eventually became the finest debater. Arthur was chairman of “The Public Works Committee” the most important
committee in Parliament. He was very consciences and worked extremely hard at whatever he undertook. In 1889 there was a big flood in
South Australia, or the greatest flood. Arthur was born at Tanunda, and married Olive Wakefield on 14th August 1924. He passed away in
Nildottie.

Wilhelm Maywald was born on May 2nd, 1859, as the son of Carl Gottlob Maywald (1809 - 1889) and Christiana Dorothea Friedka (nee Hoff)
(1835 - 1863). Father Carl was a carpenter, and came from Ransen, East Germany, in 1844 and settled at Bethany, S.A., for a time, later
moving to Light Pass. At the tender age of five years his mother died, leaving a young family. In 1866 they moved to a farming property, Block
199, Hundreds of Belvidere, which Carl had bought. The proceeded to build this into a farm and vineyard. The farmhouse was built of wattle
and daub. Later a separate kitchen and bedrooms were added. Some of the floors were packed with clay. The house stood till about 1982,
when his great-grandson, Ken Groves (then the owner), had it demolished. The garden was quite extensive, with roses growing over the picket
gate and geraniums and hollyhocks among the roses. Almond trees grew along two sides of the “house block” and several Bay trees grew in the
garden. Huge Pepper trees cast shade on parts of the house. In 1867 Wilhelm’s father, Carl, re-married to Maria Gasson. The farm was
handed over to son “Bill” in 1918, and he lived there all his life. However, in 1939, the land was passed over to his youngest son, Carl Silvanus
(Sam).

Wilhelm (Bill) married Louise Clara Loffler, third daughter, sixth child of Friedrich Wilhelm Loffler and Johanne Christiane (nee DITTRICH), of
Stockwell, on May 13th, 1880. He bought land in Nuriootpa’s main street (Murray Street) and conducted a carpentry and joinery works. He
wasalso the local undertaker and made coffins at his workshop. The shop occupied the site where McLean’s Newsagency and adjoining shop
are now situated. Their grandchildren (Bill’s children) remember walking out to the farm on Sunday afternoons, pushing the youngest in a pram,
to visit their grandparents. Clara insisted that the children speak German in her home. Wilhelm and Clara were members of Immanuel Lutheran
Church, Light Pass, where they regularly attended. When Wilhelm died in 1941 (aged 82) he was buried beside his wife, Clara, in the cemetery
behind the church.

Clara predeceased him on December 29th, 1929.

The story is told that Clara had twins born prematurely, who were buried in the back garden.

(In those days premature births were often not registered. No records of the births have been found.) It is said that Clara kept flowers growing
over the plot, which was surrounded with bricks.Wilhelm and his two sisters were known to be extremely kind people.

Arthur, second child of Wilhelm Maywald and Clara (nee Loffler), was born at Nuriootpa on February 19th, 1884. After attending the local
primary school, he was apprenticed at the insistence of his mother to Mr. Thamm, of Truro, to learn the saddlery trade. He walked back from
Truro each weekend to spend time with his family at Nuriootpa, and then walked back to Truro (16km) again on Sunday night. At the end of his
training, and now as a qualified saddler, he went to work for Ernst Kranz at Caltowie.

It is here that he met Theresa, the eldest child and daughter of Ernst and Doretta Kranz (nee Roennfeldt). Arthur and Theresa were later
married at the Caltowie Lutheran Church on November 11th, 1908.

They moved to Nuriootpa, where Arthur started his own business of making saddlery and harness goods. He also built “cycles to order”
stocked petrol and was a hairdresser. When saddlery was in decline and cars replaced horses, Arthur opened a shoe shop and did shoe and
boot repairs. Like his mother he was a keen gardener and always had a beautiful flower garden. During the Centenary Year of South Australia
(1936) he designed and tended the gardens at the new Centennial Park at Nuriootpa, where he put in hours and hours of voluntary work. For
this he was made a Life Member of the Park. His other recreation was doing crossword puzzles. Arthur was a wonderful family man, proud of
his family of ten.

He was also very civic minded and worked for various community causes. He served on many committees, including the local Primary School,
Institute and Park, and was also a Justice of the Peace for many years. He died of a heart attack at the age of 68 years on December 11th,
1952, and was buried in the Nuriootpa Cemetery.

Theresa, the only girl in the family (her twin sister died at two months) led a sheltered life as her father was very strict about what she was
allowed to do. He forbade her to take part in Caltowie school concerts because he considered it a sin for girls to be on the stage. However, her
mother would smuggle her out of the house to take part. She had such a beautiful voice that her teacher called her “Birdie”. She was taught
music by the nuns at Caltowie convent and later played the organ at Caltowie Lutheran Church.

For the next few years Theresa was busy bringing up their family of ten children and struggled to make ends meet during the Great Depression.
Nevertheless, it was a happy home with family singsongs around the piano on Sunday nights, Theresa playing, Arthur singing bass and the
children joining in.

Theresa’s father had made the most amazing sets of biscuit cutters for Theresa and his daughters-in-law. There were animals, pipes, trains,
birds, Christmas trees, hearts, and commas (for the scraps) - shapes to delight small children’s hearts. Each Christmas Theresa made
traditional honey and rock-ammonia biscuits while children looked on, savouring the delicious aromas, and eagerly waiting to sample them. It
was hot work in December with a large wood stove, but the children helped by taking biscuits from the big trays as they cooled enough to
handle and eat. These biscuits were then stored in “Griffiths Tea” tins and kept on top of a wardrobe out of reach of little fingers to ensure that at
least some would be left. Theresa enjoyed singing in the church choir with four of her sons and daughters. She also worked part-time at the
Institute Library and enjoyed contact with people. She was a wonderful mother with a strong Christian faith and the continuing close-knit family
relationship is a fitting memorial to Theresa and Arthur.

ERIC MAYWALD: MEMOIRS.

“Although we were a very poor family financially, as a family unit we were rich in fellowship and love. We had no means of transport, so we
had to walk. One of our favourite spots was a beautiful, wooded area about 2 - 3 minutes out of the town.
Dad would take us there, especially in the springtime, when we would pick wildflowers and gather red berries and cranberries. Sad to say this
beautiful area has been developed and this heritage has gone forever.
A walk to the cemetery was a popular way to spend a Sunday afternoon.
| guess the headstones had been read dozens of times, but every time we went up there, they were all studied again. There is fascination in
reading headstones. They reveal much local history. In these early days German was the language of our home and at that time most of the
“Stones” were in German.
Another way to spend Sunday was to walk out to our grandparent’s farm. This was a whole day’s outing. After dinner there was much
excitement - a walk into the bush and vineyard; yabbying in the dam; and in the summertime usually a fresh watermelon. At the end of the day,
we would be driven home with horse and cart.
My Dad’s shop was the local meeting place for all his cronies, and here political matters were discussed with great enthusiasm. Politically my
father was on the wrong side of the fence, and this was most exciting. All the staunch Labour supporters,
Labour candidates and Parliamentarians would gather here. Outstanding in my mind was Joel Moses Gabb, a market gardener, and a
Methodist lay preacher. He had a voice as loud as a bull. He did all his campaigning on pushbike. Because he was an anti-conscriptionist and
because many of his electors were of German descent, there was quite a panic when a federal election was held in about 1917. Many were
afraid of being conscripted for active service or being interned. He was elected to one of the most conservative electorates in the country.
During winter evenings we would sit around an open fire. Every year there would be an extra member. Mum loved having her hair brushed and
combed and the girls would spend hours doing this. Dad would tell stories. He was a prolific reader, and his stories were full of exciting

adventures.
The family was very loyal to the town, and this was instilled into us, and we grew up believing we had a duty to the town - to put something back
into the place which had given us a home, our spouses, families, and much civic pride. That is why | have helped to make our town a place in
which we are proud to live”.
Eric was born at Nuriootpa on November 15th, 1909. He attended the local Primary School and Gawler High School up to Intermediate
standard. On May 30th, 1942, he married Hilda Schiller, a dressmaker, who was baptised and confirmed at Strait Gate Lutheran Church by Dr.
J.J. Stolz.
Hilda made her own and her attendants’ frocks for the wedding. The Maywald’s were married at Nuriootpa Methodist Church. There were four
children, one now deceased. During his working life Eric found various kinds of employment - with A.R. Summerton, Dallwitz Ltd., Ben Dallwitz,
Zerala,
H. K. Lindner, H.L. Sheard, Nuriootpa Community Store (39 years, member of staff and Social Club Committee), Glen Osmond Post Office and
Federal Hotel Semaphore as Chef. He then became a baker at Nuriootpa where he made bread, pies, pasties, cakes and tarts which he
delivered from house to house whilst still oven fresh. His last place of employment was at Sheard’s General Store, Nuriootpa, where he was
Departmental Manager when he retired after thirty-nine years. He helped establish the first Scout Group in Nuriootpa and was its first Cub
Master. His services to community and church have included: Secretary, Nuriootpa Methodist (now Uniting) Church, 41 years; Secretary,
Nuriootpa Cemetery Trust,
20 years committee member, 18 years secretary; member of school and kindergarten committees; member of Centenary Caravan Park
Committee, 18 years assistant secretary; member of Friendship Senior Citizens’ Club, Nuriootpa, 12 years, 4 years on Management Committee.
He has sung in the Methodist Church choir and served the Community Church parish council in the following capacities: Properties Committee,
elder, steward; member of Parish Men’s’ Fellowship, 23 years; with 4 years as secretary. Eric was a member of the first Nuriootpa Scout Troop
and first Cub Master, Nuriootpa Pack. He has served as Organizer of the “Cheap Jack” at the Christmas party for children. During the war
years he was Air Raid Warden and secretary of the War Loans Committee until his death.
Eric and Hilda lived in retirement in Nuriootpa. In March 1983, they went through the terrifying experience of having their flat go under
floodwaters two feet deep. They have marked the flood level with a plaque. Hilda had the misfortune of being confined to a wheelchair following
an accident and owing to a stroke. Eric died peacefully in his sleep on 24th April 1989.

Virginia Virginia Maywald was born in Waikerie, South Australia. She attended the University of South Australia, studying design and obtaining
a Bachelor of Design (Ceramics) in 1982.

After graduating Virginia taught at Underdale Campus of University of South Australia, was artist in residence at Magill Campus of University of
South Australia and was a member of a group of artists that toured country South Australia providing art workshops under a state government
scheme.

Her love of the Arts brought her to Melbourne, where, as a studio potter, she based herself at the Meat Market Craft Centre in North Melbourne
(now called “Arts House”), as well as teaching ceramics part time.

However, like most Artists her income was negligible, so to supplement this she began work doing another of her passions, cooking, at a
Melbourne restaurant. The anti-social nature of working in the restaurant meant that along with friends and family her ceramics were being
neglected. She realised that what she desired was to combine her love of food, cooking and ceramics with a need to earn a living.

An opportunity arose in 1987, when food writer Penny Smith was given the task of showing people how to cook and prepare Atlantic salmon,
which was being commercially farmed in Tasmania. Unable to find a platter that was large enough to hold the whole fish, she asked for
Virginia’s help. Virginia rang the fish farm, found out the size of the fish, and made the appropriate platter. The demand for the platters grew to
such an extent that she could no longer do the job on her own.

When her cousin Tim Dolan arrived on her doorstep looking for a new career several years after graduating from Roseworthy Agricultural
College, she recognised the advantage of having a partner to expand her business. Tim’s business knowledge and ability to understand
machinery complemented her design and organisational skills and they formed The Big Duck and Fish Company.

Their business grew remarkably, with demand often exceeding supply. They had found their niche custom designing and making high quality
ceramic tableware specifically for the hospitality industry.

In 1994 they moved from their studio at Northcote Pottery to a larger factory in North Fitzroy. This coincided with a growing demand both
nationally and overseas. Virginia and Tim were sought by international hotels and resorts in Asia, America, Europe and the Middle East. They
built strong connections within the Australian hospitality industry, supplying Hilton Hotels, Ayers Rock Resort, the Melbourne & Alice Springs
Casinos, both David Jones and Myer food halls, to name a few. Their national profile was heightened by establishing themselves as favourites
with Gabriel Gate, Jill Dupleix and Stefano de Pieri. They were featured in major publications such as Vogue and Gourmet Traveller and would
appear regularly in newspaper The Age (Melbourne). The list was long and the achievements great.

But the business was hit hard by the introduction of GST in 2000. Although the product range didn’t change in price, their main customers,
restaurants, hotels and resorts were severely affected. Undeterred, they diversified, expanding their retail store into other hotel and homeware
products, and opened a cafe on site with Lynne Lowe and Stefano de Pieri.

After ensuring the survival of their business, by the end of 2004 Virginia and Tim found they desired a sea change. Tim went off to build a
house for his family, ultimately becoming a licensed builder. Virginia decided to do something she had not been able to do before, dedicate
herself to her family.

After 12 months Virginia was ready for a new challenge and began to search for a way to use her experience, skills and knowledge in the arts,
small business and marketing.

Her familiarity with small business meant Virginia appreciated the need for owners to cover all aspects of operations, often without the support
of someone who can assist in the analysis of their ideas and reaffirmation their goals.

In 2005 she was asked to conduct seminars and workshops for artists, through The Arts Management Advisory Group (AMAG). In 2006 Virginia
started teaching marketing at the Victorian College of the Arts to post graduate Students attending the Wilin Centre for Indigenous Arts and
Cultural Development.

Now as a private Consultant, Virginia works with businesses, identifying marketing strategies and areas of growth. Recently she has partnered
with Sophie Whitwell to expand these services. Working together the team offers their clients a fresh approach to marketing strategies with an
insight into “real life” manageable changes.

“Bill” was born at Light Pass, probably at the farmhouse. He was baptised and confirmed at Immanuel Lutheran Church of the same location
by Pastor J. Meier. He had red hair and in later years became known as “Red-headed Bill”. He was tall and thin and wore glasses. After
schooling, Bill was trained by his father as a carpenter (as were his brothers) and he worked in the family carpentry business. Later he worked
for Tolleys and for J.B. Traeger & Co., Nuriootpa, and by all accounts he was a very good tradesman. In 1913 he built a chapel for the Zion
Lutheran Congregation at Angaston at a cost of two hundred & twenty pounds. Bill was one of the two men who built the steeple of St. Peter’s
Lutheran Church, Loxton - a precarious job! The pews in the Seventh Day Adventist Church (old church) on Old Kapunda Road, Nuriootpa,
were hand-made by Bill, even though he was not a member of the Church.

Bill married Emilie Habermann, the oldest child of Friedrich Ewald and Christiane Bertha Habermann (nee Lindner). She was born at
“Bloomfield”, Walla Walla, halfway between Burrumbuttock and Walla. (Her mother, Bertha Lindner, had, as a child, gone on the trek from the
Barossa Valley to the Albury district in 1866, when several Ebenezer families resettled in the Riverina). Emilie came to Nuriootpa to be a nurse-
companion to her aunt, Emma Piltz, her father’s sister.

Hugo Piltz, Emma’s husband, was a tin smith and made copper kettles and other household utensils. Emilie met Bill and the young couple
married at St. Stephen’s Lutheran Church, Adelaide, on April 21st, 1909, and settled at Nuriootpa. Bill built their house in Second Street, where
all their children were born. Emilie ran the local dairy from the cowshed built in the backyard. The shed was made of bush timber and the floor
cobbled with brick and stone. The cows were grazed further down Second Street near the creek behind where the new Police Station has been
built. Houses now cover the area. Emilie kept fowls and tended a large vegetable garden, where she grew cucumbers for dilling. She made her
own noodles by rolling and cutting them by hand and was said to have special cooking skills. Coffee was also home-made from bran and
treacle, slowly stirred in the oven of the wood stove. The children had this job. A large “feather-bed” was a great joy and comfort to her children
and grandchildren when they came to visit. Emilie became a member of the Seventh Day Adventist Church at Nuriootpa and supported them to
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the end of her days. She sang in the church choir. In later years Emilie gave up her cows to the son, Percy, who, with his wife, Mona, had built a
cream brick house next to the old home. Bill in his later years worked with his life-long friend, Arthur Reusch, supporting the local branch of
Alcoholics Anonymous. He passed away at the age of 67 on October 12th, 1954, and was buried in the Nuriootpa Cemetery, Pastor H.F.W.
Proeve officiating. Emilie lived to the age of 81, and was very stooped after a long, hard-working life. She died at Broken Hill on October 18th,
1967 and was laid to rest beside her husband in the Nuriootpa Cemetery. She was, in many respects, a remarkable woman, full of
resourcefulness. She is said to have had a “merry twinkle” in her eyes.
